Dear Exotic Animal Neighbor,

Did you even know that there are people living right next to you who own dangerous Class I and
Class Il wild animals? It could be anything from a bobcat to a tiger. While they may be caged
now, what happens in a hurricane? The cobras and black mamba sort of neighbors are even
more prone to escape. We post a list of the big cat escapes, killings & maulings on our website.

Keeping wild animals in private collections is cruel to the animals and dangerous for you.

At a recent meeting of the Florida Wildlife Conservation Commission they voted down a
recommendation that neighbors be notified BEFORE someone moves in next to them with
dangerous wild animals because the breeders, dealers and exotic pet owners were there but their
neighbors weren't. They decided fo offer two more meetings for neighbors to respond before
voting on whether you should be notified when a dangerous wild animal escapes near you.

Of course, just like all of their other meetings, you won’t be notified by them of when and where.
We think you have a right to know.
