Introduced by Senator Machado

An act to repeal and add Section 2118 of the Fish and Game Code,
relating to wild animals.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 1424, as introduced, Machado. Wild animals: permits.

Existing law prohibits the importation, transportation, possession, or
live release of specified wild animals, except under a revocable,
nontransferable permit. Existing law permits the Fish and Game
Commission, by regulation, and in cooperation with the Department of
Food and Agriculture, to add or delete wild animals from the list of
specified wild animals.

This bill would modify the list of wild animals by adding and deleting
specified wild animals from that list.

Vote: majority. Appropriation: no. Fiscal committee: yes.
State-mandated local program: no.

It is unlawful to import, transport, possess, or release
alive into this state, except under a revocable, nontransferable
permit as provided in this chapter and the regulations pertaining
thereto, any wild animal of the following species:
