REXANO, www.REXANO.org, only used fatality numbers since all deaths are (supposed to
be) reported, and there is only one degree of death. The average life expectancy of 77
years was used to calculate the lifetime odds.

Between 1990- 2008, a person living in the USA was 6 (6.1) times more likely to be killed by
a US native captive venomous snake than by an exotic captive venomous snake.

Between 1999 - 2005, a person living in the USA was almost 5.5 (5.43) times more likely to
be killed by wild a venomous snake than by a captive kept venomous snake.

CONCLUSION:

All fatalities happened to the owners, friends, church goers and handlers themselves who
voluntarily accepted the potential risk associated with keeping and handling venomous
snakes. No uninvolved member of the public was killed by a captive venomous snake in
the USA at least since 1990. Captive keeping of venomous snakes might be a slight
voluntarily accepted hobby/occupational/religious hazard, but it is NOT a public safety
issue.

DISCLAIMER:
Due to the difficulty of tracking all the venomous snake fatalities, the actual number of
human deaths might be slightly higher than reported.
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
